Early Childhood Screening: 
Minnesota State Law re-
quires that early childhood 
screening be completed 
before entering kindergar-
ten.  Minneapolis Public 
Schools recommends that 
children be screened at age 
three, but it can be done at 
age four or five. Please call 
612-348-8667 (TOTS) to set 
an appointment. Screening 
is free and is done during 
the school year only.  

Shoes: Please send shoes to 
school with your child if 
they are arriving to school 
in snow boots.  If you 
would like to leave shoes 
here at school, please write 
your child’s name on the 
bottom of the shoes with 
permanent marker and 
leave them in a clear Ziploc 

bag.  Also, please remember to 
write your child’s name on 
clothing such as sweaters, 
hats, etc.  We have several un-
claimed clothing items that are 
located in our lost and found 
box.  

Contact Information: Families, 
please make sure we have all 
current home, cell and work 
phone numbers for you and 
your emergency contacts. MN 
Licensing requires the school 
to have at least two emergency 
contacts on file. Additionally, 
we need contact information 
for your child’s medical and 
dental providers (name, ad-
dress and phone number). 

Registration for 2012-2013: Reg-
istration forms for next school 
year will be going home this 
month. Current and past Joyce 
Preschool families have the 
opportunity to pre-register 
before the general public.
